Music Development Plan Summary
Gainford Church of England Primary School
All schools are expected to have a Music Development Plan from academic year 2023–24 and to publish a summary of this plan on their website from academic year 2024–25.
This summary sets out how Gainford Church of England Primary School delivers high-quality music education through curriculum music, co-curricular music, and musical experiences, in line with the National Plan for Music Education.
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This summary explains what music provision is offered at Gainford Church of England Primary School and how we work with external partners to support pupils’ music education.

Part A: Curriculum Music
Curriculum Overview
At Gainford Church of England Primary School, we are committed to providing all pupils with a high-quality and inclusive music education. Our curriculum follows the Kapow Primary Music Scheme, which offers a progressive and engaging approach to learning across EYFS, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2.
Pupils develop skills in:
· Singing
· Performing
· Composing
· Listening and appraising
· Understanding musical elements
The curriculum is carefully sequenced so that pupils build on prior learning as they move through the school.
Time Allocation
Music is taught regularly across the school:
· EYFS (Reception and Pre-School): 30 minutes per week
· Key Stage 1 (Years 1–2): 1 hour per week
· Key Stage 2 (Years 3–6): 1 hour per week
This meets national expectations for curriculum music.
Access for SEND Pupils
Music at Gainford C of E Primary School is inclusive and accessible to all pupils, including those with SEND. Support includes:
· Differentiated tasks and clear scaffolding
· Visual prompts, modelling and repetition
· Adapted instruments and resources
· Additional adult support where needed
These approaches ensure all pupils can participate fully and make progress.
Singing and Instrumental Learning
· Singing is a core part of music learning across the school and is regularly practised in lessons, assemblies and performances.
· Pupils explore a range of classroom instruments, including percussion, glockenspiels and recorders.
· Key Stage 2 pupils learn ukulele, developing ensemble skills and musical confidence through whole-class lessons.
Partnerships
We work closely with Durham Music Service, who support curriculum delivery through specialist expertise, resources and performance opportunities.

Part B: Co-curricular Music
Music Beyond the Classroom
Gainford Church of England Primary School provides opportunities for pupils to develop their musical interests outside lesson time.
Instrumental and Vocal Tuition
Through Durham Music Service, pupils can access individual or small-group tuition in:
· Violin and viola
· Flute and clarinet
· Trumpet and trombone
· Percussion
· Keyboard and piano
· Voice
Instrument loan schemes are available to ensure equality of access.
Choir and Ensembles
· A school choir is open to pupils from Key Stage 1 upwards and rehearses weekly.
· Pupils who learn instruments are encouraged to take part in small ensembles and group music-making.
These opportunities support progression, teamwork and performance confidence.

Part C: Musical Experiences
At Gainford Church of England Primary School, we believe musical experiences are essential in fostering enjoyment, confidence and creativity.
Regular Musical Opportunities
· Singing in assemblies is a regular part of school life.
· Termly performances allow pupils to perform for parents, carers and the school community.
· Class performances take place during assemblies and special events.
Live Music Experiences
· Pupils have opportunities to attend live music performances at least once a year, including concerts and shows.
· Special music days and workshops are organised in partnership with Durham Music Service, giving pupils the chance to work with professional musicians.
All pupils from EYFS to Key Stage 2 are included in musical events, either as performers or audience members.

Future Plans
To continue improving music provision, Gainford Church of England Primary School plans to:
1. Maintain one hour of music per week across Key Stages 1 and 2.
2. Expand instrumental opportunities in Key Stage 2.
3. Develop the use of music technology, including digital composition and recording tools.
4. Strengthen partnerships with Durham Music Service to increase performance and enrichment opportunities.
